7) Can fungi reproduce sexually? Can fungi reproduce asexually? Are spores involved in both kinds of reproduction? How are spores formed in each type of reproduction?

8) How do fungi benefit humans?  How do they harm us?  Know some examples.

9) How do fungi benefit plants?  How do the fungi and plants benefit from the interaction?  

10) You treat soil with a fungicide, and later notice that plants grown in this soil are stunted.  What’s going on?

11) What is a lichen?  Describe the two organisms found in this structure, and how each one benefits from the interaction.
